Anigozanthos ‘Big Red’ 
 
What is it? 
 
“Big Red” is a strappy-leaved clumping plant, 
with flowering stems reaching 1.5-2m tall. 
Leaves arise from an underground stem, 
known as a rhizome, and flowers occur in 
terminal clusters on stems arising from the 
base of the leaves. Flowers, which appear over 
spring and summer, are deep red in colour and 
have no fragrance, but have a wool-like 
covering and a kangaroo paw-like shape, 
hence their common name. Flowers are 
pollinated by birds or small nectar-feeding 
marsupials transferring pollen between 
different plants during feeding.  
 
“Big Red” is a hybrid form of Anigozanthos, a 
family of 11 distinct species of Kangaroo Paw. They can be cultivated from seed, 
however division of large clumps into separate plants is recommended for strong 
growth and to prevent disease. 
 
 
Where do they occur? 
 
Anigozanthos occur naturally only in the 
southwest of Western Australia, however their 
adaptability to a variety of habitats and soil types 
makes them suitable for other areas of Australia. 
“Big Red” performs well in humid areas where 
other Anigozanthos are less successful. All 
Anigazanthos grow best in semi-shaded areas.
